Former Albany resident Michael Daniel Smith, 56, of East Hartford, Conn. Died 
May 19. 

Born in Portland, he was the son of Paul and Maxcine (Pluemke) Smith. As a child 
he lived in Kent, Redmond and Albany. He graduated from Albany Union High 
School in 1961 and had earned the Boy Scout rank of Eagle Scout. 

Mr. Smith served eight years in the Navy, including duty aboard the submarine USS

became part of United Technology Corp.
